USE

Decographic Dye may be applied as the primary colorant 
or as a secondary treatment over Patinaetch and Colorfast 
for a coloration system with interior decorative concrete and 
cementitious floor toppings.  It can be used to create a range of 
affects from subtle earth tones to vibrant hues.

SURFACE PREPARATION

The concrete must be clean, dry, and dust free. Moisture 
content should be less than 8-8%.

APPLICATION

Contractors should perfect their spraying technique first. Air 
movement, temperature, concrete type and finish will affect 
the amount of penetration and will affect the final product. 
For larger projects it is advised to do on-site mock-ups for 
the client.  A cone nozzle spray tip produces the best results 
with a tip made from a metal composition (e.g. brass). Before 
starting determine a color plan with the appropriate dilutions 
and blends. Make a ready-to-use dye stain in the desired 
color by blending Decographic Dye with a lacquer thinners. 
Reductions of 5:1 or more (5 parts thinners to 1 part stain) are 
recommended, but this depends on the color depth desired. 
Spray a full wet coat at low air pressure and allow to dry for 10 
to 20 minutes before applying another coat if desired. Then 
seal with one of COLORMAKERõS floor sealers and topcoat 
with Deco Finish. 

SOLVENT SELECTION

Lacquer thinners or acetone is the generally recommended 
reducer for dye stains.

•  R6K 1 is economical and dries at moderate speed
•  Acetone R6K9 can be used where a very fast drying 

time is required
•  MEK R6K10 faster than Methanol, but slower than 

Acetone
•  Lacquer Thinner R7K 120 faster than Methanol, but 

slower than MEK
•  Lacquer Thinner R7K22 - faster than Methanol, but 

slower than R7K 120

LIMITATIONS

Decographic Dyes are not recommended for exterior use 
and must be top coated with one of COLORMAKERõS 
clear floor sealers. Decographic Dyes may also bleed with 
lacquer solvents. To prevent fading, do not expose to direct 
sunlight. The tone and depth of color will vary with reduction, 
application, and the type of concrete over which they are 
applied.

CLEAN UP

Use Methanol R6K 1 or a lacquer thinner. For spill and waste 
remove all sources of ignition. Ventilate and remove with inert 
absorbent. Incinerate in approved facility. Do not incinerate 
closed container. Dispose of in accordance with Federal, State, 
and local regulation regarding pollution.

WARRANTY

Decographic Dye is warranted to be of uniform quality 
within manufacturing tolerances. Since control is not 
exercised over its use, no warranty, expressed or implied, 
is made as to the effects of such use. The sellers and 
manufacturers obligation under this warranty shall be 
limited to refunding the purchase price of that portion 
of the material proven to be defective.
